Manifesto for Open Legal Education

Preamble 

We hold that legal education is a public good, and therefore should be public, open and accessible.  This includes the creation, publication, evaluation and use of legal educational resources.  

Principles

We believe that 

1. Legal education is essential to the health of a democratic society.
2. Legal education is a global public resource that must remain open and accessible.

3. Legal education should enrich the lives of students and teachers.
4. Educational resources and learning designs should be the best they possibly can be.
5. The effectiveness of legal education as a public resource depends upon interdisciplinarity in law, education and technology; and in innovation and decentralized participation worldwide.
6. Regulation by accreditation bodies should enhance creativity and innovation, and foster a community of best practice.
7. Educational providers work most effectively when pooling resources collaboratively
8. Transparent community-based processes promote participation, accountability, and trust.

9. Commercial involvement in the development of legal education can bring many benefits to a legal educational community of practice; a balance between commercial goals and public benefit is critical.

10. Promulgating the public benefit aspects of legal education is an important goal, worthy of time, attention and commitment.
To this end we have formed ourselves as

1. a jurisdictional community, comprising initially the providers of PEAT 1 programmes in Scotland, and those providers of Foundation and PEAT 2 who wish to join us

2. a global community, willing to taken part in other open educational resource initiatives and projects globally

3. an open-source community, choosing open-source technology solutions where possible 

4. a public benefit organisation, dedicated to the improvement and dissemination of legal educational resources

and we adopt the following policies on governance, licensing, trademarks, and privacy.
